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Grand narrative is one of the basic modes for any nation or culture to express its values and pursuits. The western grand narrative, through long-term evolvement, has undergone great change in the 20th century, which reflects the profound changes in the realistic world. Such evolution process which implies the grand narrative today must deal suitably with a series of relationships, such as those between the interests of national states or cultural circles and humankind interests, continuity and rupture, cultural conflicts, centrality and non-centrality, researches of totalities and “fragmentations”, and the macro-social development theories and the micro-social development facts, etc, at the height of world history.
