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It is a dramatic change that sand dredging turns from a significant economic activity into an environmental problem criticized by the public. This process is facilitated by multiple factors, among which the Brisbane government and its leaders’ economic interests-oriented development planning are decisive. Environmental awareness of the residents, media’s publicity, and the products of environmental science research are all subtly related to the government planning and ultimately become tools for the government’s economic appeal.
