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Britain went through a political crisis as well as an economic crisis to some extent during the seventeenth century. Different from other European countries, Britain succeeded in converting the challenges into a historic development opportunity by adjusting the political and economic structure and recovering the production sequence. As a result, Britain surpassed other European countries both in the rural industry and urbanization, thereby laying its leading position in the transition to a modern industrial society. The industrial revolution was exactly the logic consequence of such historical course. So the seventeenth century was a great important phase, which had witnessed the English shortened the gap to other advanced European countries, and even exceeded them successfully in the end.
