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At the end of 1830s, Americans held a first-time public argumentation on Feminism, with the widespread female participations in Abolition Movement as its blasting fuse. This was the first-time real conflict between American conservative force and feminists. The argumentation was about women’s position definitions and responsibility ranges. For the first time, females in American history had the public discourse right to speak of such topic. They stood in their own stances to define their understanding of the “woman’s sphere” defined by males, which further widened American women’s social activities and responsibilities range, set the foundation of thoughts and public opinions in the rise of American Feminist Movement in late 1840s from mind and strategically. Furthermore, this trained female leaders.
