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In the early years after American founding, people from different American communities and fields carried out a large-scaled nation-wide discussion about female education. Participants in the discussion expressed their various view points on female education thorough speeches, newspaper articles writing and other ways. The equality of wisdom and hope of founding a republic with virtues spread in the enlightenment thoughts, as well as the young women’s pursuit after knowledge all became the important reasons for female education provokes. Meanwhile, to gain the women education rights saw obstacles because of the long-established traditional female views and thoughts, as well as of the bias from gender difference. Accordingly, many people criticized and rejected it. After such discussion, people understood more about the important function of women education. The equality in wisdom regardless of genders was formed gradually. Therefore, significant changes occurred in early American female education thoughts and views.
