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According to many studies on the success of “British constitutional revolution”, it was mostly analyzed from the perspective of political system history. These studies concentrated on the functions of social, economic, political and religious factors. They put forward that there was a close relationship between the multiple factors of the rise of British middle classes, of conflicts between parliament and royal rights, and of paradox of financial taxation as well as the possible risks of Catholic restoration, and “British constitutional revolution”. Rare studies stood in the legal stance to discuss and analyze the constitutional issues in Britain. The British legal professionals (lawyers) took actions after “the Exclusive Crisis” in 1678 and fought against the autocratic monarchy. These passionate lawyers promoted the development of British constitutional history with different actions full of responsibility sense. In 1789, “British constitutional revolution” was successful due to many reasons. The British legal professionals played a key role in its promotion.
