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The licentia ubique docendi was one of the core academic privileges of universities in medieval Europe. However，it was originated from the teaching qualification issued by the church for teachers，which was earlier than the existence of medieval universities. After the appearing of university，licentia ubique docendi was authorized to universities by Pope. Since then，teachers could freely choose universities to teach. This is the result of teachers’ struggle for academic autonomy and one of the measures of Vatican for controlling medieval universities. Considering the result，licentia ubique docendi and medieval university promoted the development of each other.
