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After the outbreak of World War I, America began to supply grain for the Entente countries. World War I provided a big market for the farmers in the Great Plains, and the semiarid area was greatly developed due to the enormous and urgent demands, but the federal government and farmers did not realize that the ecological risks were involved in expanded production in the Great Plains. The war demand promoted the development of the mechanization of agricultural production in the Great Plains, and the drop in wheat price at the end of World War I forced farmers to continue to expand production scale with agricultural machines, leading to the reclamation of large areas of semiarid land. In a word, the above-mentioned activities created conditions for the formation of the Dust Bowl in the 1930s.
