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he focus of our study of capitalist history used to be on the qualitative examination and analysis of exploitative relationship, and less attention has been paid to the formation and operation of capitalist economic system, thereby leading to an excessively abstract description of capitalism. Capitalist forms, however, are also reflected in the industrial and commercial organizations established in the process of economic operation. This paper explores various industrial and commercial organization forms developed in the formation of capitalist economic forms, from a new perspective on the formation and development of capitalist system. These economic organizations include both typical and untypical organizations.
