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Ecclesiastical History by Socrates, a history work of the Byzantine Empire in the fifth century, explores many important historic events from the times of Constantine Ⅰof the Byzantine Empire to Theododios Ⅱ. Socrates lived in the early stage of the transition from the Roman Empire to the Byzantine Empire and stayed in the eastern Mediterranean world for a long period of time. The historical background of this period and the regional factor had an impact on both his writing mood and his work characteristics. The historical value of Ecclesiastical History of Socrates not only lies in the fact that it is one of the most important literature materials of this historical period, but also helps us understand the different development courses of the church history. Meanwhile, a study of Ecclesiastical History will give us a more comprehensive picture of spiritual atmosphere of the intelligentsia in the Mediterranean world at that time.
