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The Capturing of the Bastille is the most significant historical event in the French Revolution，through which the Bastille is regarded as the symbol of the French ancient regime. By delving deeply into archived originals，this article investigates some aspects of the Bastille. The legend of the Bastille，which is the result of joint efforts by literati，the ancient regime，and the Revolution，is composed of a trilogy：the ugly images，symbol of despotism and the capturing of the Bastille. The legend of the Bastille was prosperous because of the overwhelming influences of public opinion in the time of the ancient regime，and Revolutionary political culture shown in breaking all off with the past and dualism of good and evil，as well as the status of the Revolution and the significant influences of the Capturing of the Bastille itself. Zhang Chi，Who are the Sans-Culottes?：Identity and the Transformation of Political Culture during the French Revolution.
As a well-known classic revolutionary figure，a Sans-Culottes member usually refers to a radical working class person who was active on the revolutionary stage after 1792. Based on the analysis of historical documents，this article argues that，originating from the Republic of Letters in Old Regime，Sans-Culottes is used self-mockingly by literary lower-class men. Until the end of the Old Regime，it had become an expression that had an anti-privilege connotation. During the French Revolution，the identity of Sans-Culottes was affected by the political pendulum. The question “Who are the Sans-Culottes?” reflects the transformation of the political culture around the French Revolution.
