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In February 1965，Bourguiba，the Tunisian president，visited the Middle East and proposed to peacefully resolve the Palestinian problem through negotiation between Israel and Arab nations. On this issue，he opposed resolving it by force；he insisted on a peaceful method in accordance with the United Nations’ resolution and emphasized Tunisia’s model. The proposal for a peaceful resolution to the Palestinian problem significantly influenced the Arab World. It brought about the deterioration of the relationship between Tunis and Egypt，and encouraged the diversification of the Arab World. Though Bourguiba’s advocates didn’t succeed，it created the discussion，which foreshadowed the reconciliation between Arabs and Israelis in the 1970s.
