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After the Pacific War broke out, President Franklin D. Roosevelt set up the Office of War Information responsible for propaganda at home and abroad during the War. The Office opened a China Division and several local offices in China. The China Division was meant to promote American war objectives and wartime policy through a series of propaganda programs and psychological operations. As a short-term objective, the propaganda was meant to boost the morale of Chinese people and enhance Sino-US military cooperation. As a long-term objective, the propaganda was meant to push China to conduct democratic reform and cultivate the consciousness of China as an important stakeholder in the world. The Office of War Information received supports from the Department of State, the Military and the US Embassy in Chongqing. Its mechanism and policy formulation had a deep impact on postwar American propaganda overseas.
